Second, Teller Co. is famous for spectacular crystallized specimens of turquoise-blue amazonite and 

brown to black smoky quartz, which, along with 40 other minerals, occur in openings in the billion-year-

old granite exposed around Crystal Peak, between Florissant and Lake George.  Some typical specimens of 

these minerals, along with a very atypical 4-foot-tall smoky quartz crystal, can be seen at the Pikes Peak 

Historical Society Museum, in Florissant.  Fine specimens are also displayed at the Denver Museum of 

Nature and Science and the Colorado School of Mines Mineral Museum, in Golden. 

Although many of the best localities for crystals are on private land or are on privately held claims on gov-

ernment land, members of local mineral clubs often go on collecting trips to accessible sites during the 

summer.  Google the Lake George Gem and Mineral Club or the Colorado Springs Mineralogical Society 

for more information about membership and field trips.  Also, the Lake George Gem and Mineral Club 

supports a "Pebble Pups" club that meets monthly and features talks and hands-on activities for kids.  This 

is a great resource for the home-schooled, and people whose kids enjoy picking up rocks. 

The third  world-famous geological site in Teller Co. is the Cripple Creek volcanic structure, which hosts 

the famous Cripple Creek/Victor gold-mining district.  Since 1891, the area has produced about 25 million 

troy ounces of gold, making it the number one producer in Colorado and either number 2 or 3 for the U.S.  

The gold occurs in rocks formed in a violent volcanic vent about 30 million years ago.  Early miners ex-

ploited ores that averaged about 2 troy ounces of gold per ton of rock.  Currently, the Cripple Creek and 

Victor Gold Mining Co. (CCV), a part of AngloGold Ashanti, produces some 300,000 ounces of gold each 

year from ores that average only 0.03 ounce per ton (that means it takes 33 tons of rock to produce a single 

ounce of gold).  Although the mine is gigantic, it continues to expand, and reserves should allow at least 

another 10 years or so of mining at current gold prices of more than $1000 per ounce. 

Although visitors can't simply walk in and start collecting gold at Cripple Creek (AngloGold owns about 

85 percent of the district), CCV offers group tours (call 689-4044), and you can get a spectacular overview 

of their operation by driving to the American Eagles Overlook, near Victor.  Fine Cripple Creek ore sam-

ples can be seen at the Cripple Creek District Museum (though they're usually pretty dusty) and at the 

Colorado School of Mines Mineral Museum (go to their websites for hours).   (Article by Bob Carnein) 

We're all so busy living in Teller County that few of us know how famous it is.  Geologists all over the 

world recognize Teller Co. for three reasons.  First , it's the site of the Florissant Fossil Beds, a 35-million-

year-old lake deposit containing over 1700 different kinds of fossils.  There are about 1500 different spe-

cies of fossil insects and spiders and 200 kinds of plants, plus clams, snails, fish, birds, an opossum, and a 

rhinoceros-like animal. 

Fine collections of Florissant fossils can be seen at natural history museums all over the world, as well as 

at our own Florissant Fossil Beds National Monument.  The park attracts about 60,000 visitors each year 

and maintains an extensive web site that can easily be found via a Google search.  For a fee, interested 

visitors can collect their own fossils at the Florissant Fossil Quarry (call 748-3275 for hours and cost).
