Introduction of Speakers:

1) Brad Shaw from Teller County Department of Transportation (TCDOT)

a) Volunteer programs are available.

b) Any issues with roads/drainage that can not wait till the next grading TCDOT can be contacted.

c) 2009 Plans for AAPOA: Aprons will be added to both entrances into Arabian Acres. The issue with the hill and low visibility at Denwood and Upper Twin Rocks should also be taken care of this year.

d) The chemical that is used to spray the roads for dust control is magnesium chloride (salt water). If this gets onto your vehicles it is suggested to wash them as soon as possible. The magnesium chloride does eventually kill the trees that are along the roadside about 10feet in. 

2) Hat Hrack form Colorado State Forest Service

a) Deal with private land owners and do not own any land like the US Forest Service does.

b) Spoke about the most type of trees we have, Ponderosa Pines, and how they burn. They have strong bark and takes a lot to burn but once a fire crowns, there is pretty much nothing that can  be done but let mother nature take it’ course. 

c) A homeowner’s best chance against a fire taking their home is to create a defensible space around their house. Cutting trees branches up and clearing underbrush/down trees etc... Forest Service will come out to evaluate a homeowner’s house/property. They can be contacted at

d) The Pine Beetle status has not changed in our area in the past year. If a tree is infected around September/October the tree can be cut down then laid in the sun to dry out or it be taken and de-barked. Contact the Forest Service for more info.      


3) Sheriff Kevin Dougherty from Teller County Sheriffs Dept. provided us with some insight on what’s going on in the area and with the department.  


a)  TCSO is using the 2005 budget for this year. 

b)  Sheriffs Office has a volunteers committee called the Posy. They are    

always looking for volunteers. A few things they help with are:            dispatch and setting up the speed trailers. For more information or any questions please call the office at 687-9652.        

c)  The TCSO will do the reverse 911 calls incase of stand by or 

     evacuations. This is determined on trigger points on how close a fire is 

                 to dwellings. Once the trigger point is reached, reverse 911 calls begin.     

d)  Arabian Acres has one of the lowest crime rates in Teller County. The        

     calls that mostly come in are with ATV’s, dirt bikes and barking dogs.

Business Meeting:

1) Treasurers Report -  Balance $7,241.35 ($2,000 in construction fees) Billing      for 2009/2010 dues have already gone out a few weeks ago.

a. CD is now up to $1,018.87 with interest. Interest is averaging around $2.40 a month.

b. Currently have 19 properties in delinquent status for past dues and liens are placed on all these properties.
