Old Business

1) Treasurer’s Report was read by Sue Thomas:  Our current balance is $11,497.14 ($2,000 is from construction fees and $272 is from garage sale and earmarked for pond improvements).  There are no new members.

2) There was no Welcome Committee update.

3) The Metro District update was deferred until the April meeting.

4) Preparations for construction of pond shelter:  Lanny and Steve are still working on plans and cost estimates.  They will present info. at the April meeting.  There was some discussion:  Sue will check on insurance and dredging costs; Chuck is checking on benches.  We will need volunteers for refinishing tables and for pond clean-up.

2) Suggested items for discussion:

Newsletter Preparation:  To be sent out by April 7, 2008

1) Possible inclusions:

a) Items from Linda:  

i. HB 08-1270, which is an Energy Bill that affects covenant-controlled communities.

ii. HB 08-1135, which is the Morgan Carroll concerning the levying of fines for a covenant or rule  violation unless an association has adopted a policy governing the imposition of fines and a right to a hearing before an ‘impartial decision maker’.  I also have some good information from HindmanSanchez on Mediation:  Steps for Success, which ties nicely into this bill.

iii. HB 1157, which is a new Foreclosure Law that went into effect January 1, 2008.

iv. Final Ruling from HUD regarding the requirement that assessments be escrowed.  This Act also includes information on Reasonable Modifications under the Fair Housing Act.  I have the Act and will review for compliance.

v. I have a great article on Rights and Responsibilities for Better Communities:  Principles for Homeowners and Community Leaders.

b) Member submitted articles that can be used at the editor’s discretion for future newsletters.

c) Pertinent information for the Annual Meeting:  Date, time, location, agenda, speakers

d) Next Board Meeting (all members welcome): Date, time, location, contact information, website

e) Nell researched printing costs.  Discussion followed by motion made by Sue to accept Woodland Printing and Graphics bid of .80 per sheet in full color, which came to $144.00 for 180 newsletters.
