All pages of the building Permit Application must be completed and signed by the General Contractor

and ALL OWNERS of the building lot. This application is to be submitted to the AAPOA  Manager for review and approval BEFORE any construction begins. The AAPOA is aware of certain building location problems associated with tree removal for a perk test. Contact the Business Manager for a temporary permit for tree removal to accomplish the required Perk Test before removing any trees.

As per the Protective Covenants, the Association has 15 days for approval. The AAPOA Board usually

meets the 3rd SATURDAY of the month. AAPOA and County Assessments must be current on all properties owned by the applicant.

A current building permit from Teller County must be attached to the application.

BUILDING PROCEDURES

THE FOLLOWING PROCEDURES WILL BE FOLLOWED BEFORE CONSTRUCTING A HOUSE IN THE ARABIAN ACRES SUBDIVISION, TELLER COUNTY, COLORADO.

I. TO OBTAIN APPROVAL

A. Submit for approval - one (1) copy of the following to the AAPOA Business Manager (). No application will be processed until ALL required documents and information is supplied. As indicated by the Protective Covenants, the AAPOA BOARD has up to 15 days for review and approval.

1. A copy of the Teller County Sewage Permit, Percolation Site Investigation results and design of the septic system by a certified engineer. Refer to page 3 of the application for location of test pits and detail of system.

2. A copy of the most current survey. Min Size “24 x 36 “of the building lot(s), signed by a licensed surveyor and the property owner.

3. A copy of the Teller County Building permit.

4. Plot plan, Min size 24” x 36” drawn by an engineer/licensed surveyor, drawn to scale and signed by the engineer/surveyor and the owner showing the exact location and measurements of the following:

a. House, driveway, deck, steps, garage, and any cross drains.

b. All side, rear, and front set backs.

c. Septic tank(s) and leach field.

d. Existing and proposed contour of the property.

5. Complete set of house plans showing the following specifications: (Must be Min: 1600 Sq ft home as per covenants).

a. ALL elevations showing height and foundation wall to each floor and to roof ridge/peak.

b. Propane or Heating Oil Tanks, or Natural Gas connection location (Only tanks used for heating are permitted.).  Tanks should be, if possible, in an inconspicuous location.

6. Provide Arabian Acres Property Owners Association with a Certified Bank Check, for a Construction Clean-up Deposit in the amount of $1000.00, payable to Arabian Acres POA, from the General Contractor.

B. Site Preparation for approval:

1. Stake out and mark, with red or orange ribbon, the proposed location of the following:

a. Proposed House with front and side setbacks.

b. Proposed Driveways.

c. Proposed Water lines.

d. Proposed Septic tanks and drain field.

e. Flag all trees that are to be removed.

f. Proposed Storage sheds or other free-standing structures.  

2. Survey stakes are to be placed by a registered surveyor. No estimated locations.

C. Builders Sign: The sign dimensions are 4' X 4' or smaller. All signs removed before the AAPOA Occupancy Permit is issued.

D. Assessments: Current on all properties owned by the Property Owner prior to application review.

E. Culvert Pipe: Galvanized material only with a minimum dia of 12".

F. House Number Identification signs: Attached before AAPOA occupancy permit issued. Size, Per Teller County Requirements.

II. SEPTIC SYSTEM LOCATION BUILDING PROCEDURE

It is recommended that septic systems be located to the rear or side of the house or lot if possible. This determination is made based upon aesthetics, appearance and residential sanctity of the Community. It is the position of the Board of Directors that septic systems should not be located in front of a dwelling because of the aesthetically unappealing nature of a system and a general attempt to preserve the natural setting and beauty of the Community. However, in the event that four (4) percolation holes can not be dug, in the rear and sides of the lot, or is deemed not suitable, by the Teller County Building Department, the Association will agree and suggest, that the system should be placed in the most advantageous Location.


PLEASE NOTE: Any person testing any lot in Arabian Acres Subdivision must submit to the office, before ingress to the lot, written permission from the owner(s) to conduct the test and must be able to correctly identify the boundaries of said lot.

PERMISSION FOR PERCOLATION TESTING, TELLER COUNTY

1. Applicant grants permission to its designated agent (named above) to enter the above property located in Arabian Acres Subdivision, Teller County, Colorado. To perform Site Evaluation and Percolation Testing according to Teller County regulations and policy utilizing commonly accepted means and procedures.

2. Applicant has the responsibility to have the lot accurately marked (survey pins) prior to testing, i.e. all four corners accurately identified, and staked by a visible means, with lot designation.

3. Applicant has responsibility after testing is completed, to ensure that the location of the testing area is marked in a manner approved by Teller County, for future reference.

4. All Teller County fees must be paid prior to start of testing and copies of receipts attached to this form.

5. ALL HOLES MUST BE FILLED IN WITHIN 5 DAYS after inspection by Teller County.

6. The form is not a permit for the installation of a septic system. After successful testing is completed, additional procedures are to be followed per Teller County regulations, ordinances and policies.

III. COMMENCEMENT OF CONSTRUCTION

NO construction or work of any type will commence until this Construction Permit, completed by the

Homeowner, is returned to the Association with ALL required signatures, and a Letter of Approval has

been sent to the Homeowner. 

IV. CONTRACTORS GUIDELINES FOR WORKING IN ARABIAN ACRES

RULES AND PROCEDURES FOR CONTRACTORS WORKING IN ARABIAN ACRES

All contractors and/or sub-contractors shall not commence outside work before 7:00 am. The workday ends and all contractors must be out of the subdivision no later than 8:00 pm. The General Contractor assumes the responsibility for all sub-contractors.

NO TEMPORARY or permanent occupancy of the premises shall take place until the conditions set forth in the occupancy permit are fully met.

V. ACC VIOLATIONS - FINES IMPOSED

THE CONSTRUCTION SITE must be free from debris, construction material, Stumps, Trees, tree limbs, and or RUBBISH, as defined in Teller County Ordnance # 11, within ten (10) days from the end of the construction and before any occupancy permit is issued. The Construction Clean-up deposit will not be returned until the situation is remedied. Failure to Clean-up the site will result in forfeiture of the Construction Clean-up Deposit which will then be used for the benefit of the property owner in cleaning up the construction site.

Any questions regarding this application should be directed to the Association. The Property Owner is the responsible party. The Property Owner is responsible to be aware of all phases of the construction, beginning with the permit application through the issuance of the Occupancy Permit.

Your signature and the contractors, acknowledge that you both have read all governing Rules &

Regulations as set forth and will fully comply therewith.

It is strongly recommended that the builder and the owner read all AAPOA Covenants and Teller

County Ordnances available on the Association and Teller County Websites.
